Biographical Summary: Fr. Michael Hoolahan, C.P.

Fr. Michael was born on December 9, 1932, in Jersey City, N.J.  He has two younger brothers.

His family moved first to Washington D.C., and then, when he was 10 years of age, to Chicago IL.  His favorite sport team is the Chicago White Sox.

Fr. Michael attended both Loyola Academy and Loyola University in Chicago.  Making retreats under the Jesuits was very significant for his vocation decision.  He graduated in 1954, and entered the Passionists in the fall of that year.

Fr. Michael was ordained in 1961, in Louisville KY.  His first assignment (1962-69) was to teach history at the Passionist Minor Seminary in Warrenton MO. In 1972, Fr. Michael was elected to the Passionist Provincial Council in Chicago; he served on the Council until 1979.  In 1983 he was again elected to the Provincial Council, serving in that capacity until 1991.

Fr. Michael has been the local superior of Passionist Communities in Chicago(1983-1991); and in Detroit MI (1992-1996).

Fr. Michael has served in Passionist Parishes.  From 1982 to 1986, he was associate pastor of the Passionist parish in Louisville, St. Agnes.  In 1996, he was appointed pastor of our Passionist Parish of Immaculate Conception in Chicago, a large parish of 2,200 families, with 575 children in the elementary school.  He served as pastor for nine years and retired June 30, 2005 at the age of 72

After retiring as Pastor, Fr. Michael enjoyed a sabbatical rest, which for him meant protracted hiking and camping in Wyoming and Colorado.  

His next assignment was to the Passionist Retreat Center of Mater Dolorosa in Sierra Madre CA.  He continues in this assignment to the present time.
